a. To fulfill UMAP’s mission of enhancing inter-
national understanding by boosting student
mobility between UMAP member countries.

above.

*A student who meets either of the
conditions below is exempt from the
proficiency test requirements above:
i. The student is a native English
speaker or a citizen from a

ii. English is the primary medium
of instruction at their universi-



ty/institution.

e. Be physically fit to travel and able to engage
in all activities.

f. Obtain a visa/permit to enter Taiwan if re-
quired.

g. Purchase international health insurance in
their home country which covers bothiill-
ness and accidents.
