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Statement of Naresuan University Hospital
Re: Rumors on 2019 Novel Coronavirus (2019 - nCoV)

At Naresuan University Hospital on social media

On 30™ January, 2020, rumours were circulating about the detection of the Corona Virus infection
at Naresuan University Hospital. The Hospital has conducted thorough investigations and the

following are the facts:

Monday, 20" of January, 2020 - a female Chinese national arrived at Don Mueang Airport,

Bangkok, Thailand from Hunan, Changsha, China

Wednesday, 29t of January, 2020 - at approximately 11:17 p.m., this female Chinese national
came to the Emergency Room, Naresuan University Hospital to seek medical attention. Base on
the physical examination: the patient had fever recorded at 37.8 degrees Celsius, was coughing,

and had runny nose. She showed no signs of shortness of breath nor symptoms of pneumonia.

Since her symptoms and history met the criteria for monitoring patients with the 2019 Novel
Coronavirus (2019 - nCoV), the attending physician immediately ordered the isolation of the
patient and administered the standard protocol of care guidelines. The Naresuan University
Hospital has initiated further examination of the patient by collecting specimens for confirmatory

test. The medical team has provided her with the necessary medical treatments.

Friday, 31°' of January, 2020 - the patient’s general condition has improved. Her temperature
ranges from 36.5 to 37.5 degrees Celsius. The coughing has reduced, and has maintained a

universal precaution of wearing mask and hand-washing.

This is to reassure the public that the Naresuan University Hospital maintains the highest standard
of surveillance and screening for diseases. We are requesting the public for cooperation. Do not
be alarmed or share unverified information in order to avoid panic and misinformation. We will

issue official announcements as necessary.
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
